Pope Francis was born Jorge Mario Bergoglio 
on December 17, 1936, in Buenos Aires,  
Argentina. He felt the call of God and was  
ordained a Jesuit priest on December 13, 
1969.  
A Jesuit means that he belongs to the order 
known as the Society of Jesus, founded by St. 
Ignatius of Loyola.  
Jesuits are known for traveling the world to 
spread the word of God and being missionaries who serve the poor and fight 
injustice. 
In Rome, Pope Francis, or Francisco, was known as il Papa, which means  
Father.  
The pope is the Bishop of Rome and the leader of the worldwide  
Catholic Church.  
In his time as Pope, Francis shared a vision of the Church that  
emphasised hope, mercy, and care for each other.  
Pope Francis was the first Jesuit pope. 
He became Pope on March 13, 2013, and chose the name Francis after St. 
Francis of Assisi, who is known for his care for the poor.  
Pope Francis died during the Jubilee Year 2025—a jubilee he  
proclaimed as an opportunity for all God’s people to be renewed in hope.
